Checklist Two: Lookout and Watchkeeping Duties
The following tasks are the practical requirements of the MSA Basic Watch keeper qualification.  It is strongly recommended that the skipper uses this list as the minimum to explain wheelhouse duties and procedures to crew who are required to stand a watch, and make them familiar with basic use of the navigational equipment. 

If you are the skipper who verifies these requirements, you MUST enter your details in the panel provided inside the back cover of the Passport.
